Carbon Dioxide Information Analysis Center (CDIAC). CDIAC is the primary climate-change data and information analysis center of the Department of Energy (DOE). CDIAC is located at DOE's Oak Ridge National Laboratory and includes the World Data Center for Atmospheric Trace Gases. Carbon Disclosure Project (CDP). CDP is a voluntary global GHG emissions reporting system with about 3,000 reporting organizations. Regional Greenhouse Gas Initiative (RGGI). The RGGI is a mandatory, market-based effort to reduce GHG emissions and includes 10 Northeastern and Mid-Atlantic states. The Climate Registry (TCR). TCR is a voluntary GHG emission registry that sets standards to calculate, verify and publicly report GHG emissions. Western Climate Initiative (WCI). When implemented in 2012, the WCI will be a regional cap-and-trade program encompassing two-thirds of total emissions in the WCI jurisdictions, up to 90 percent by 2015.
