KYM MURPHY

Mr. Kym Murphy was appointed to head Corporate Environmental Policy at The Walt Disney Company on April 1, 1990.  Mr. Murphy was formerly Senior Creative Director for Walt Disney Imagineering.

Mr. Murphy is responsible for developing company-wide policies and programs to assure Disney’s active leadership in protecting and improving the environment throughout its business operations.  He is also responsible for monitoring operations to ensure policy compliance.

In addition to serving as liaison between Disney and the environmental community and Federal and State Agencies, Mr. Murphy works internally with such Disney entities as:


The Attractions and Consumer Products Divisions to secure representation of environmental themes in park attractions, pavilions and consumer products;


Corporate Procurement Operations to coordinate the selection and purchase of environmentally friendly products, materials and substances and to ensure the proper disposal and/or recycling of all associated waste;


Disney film, television, video and music executives to encourage the use of environmental 


themes and issues in Disney entertainment products.

Kym has detailed knowledge of the full spectrum of problems facing the environment.  He has an extensive Disney background enabling him to work closely with creative people throughout the company to devise programs that will protect and improve the environment and enhance the corporation’s image.

Mr. Murphy joined Disney in 1978.  His first seven years were spent at Walt Disney Imagineering where he was Project Manager for the Land pavilion and the Living Seas pavilion at Walt Disney World.

In 1984, Kym became Corporate Manager of marine technology, ultimately overseeing the operation of the Living Seas, which opened in 1986.  Subsequently, he became the Director of Show Quality Assurance for Walt Disney World and Disneyland, as well as senior advisor to the Living Seas.

His next role was that of Executive Show Producer for Walt Disney World’s typhoon Lagoon water park.  In 1988 he became Senior Creative Director involved in the development of “second gate” concepts for Southern California.

Mr. Murphy holds a degree in zoology from Los Angeles State University and has completed postgraduate work at San Diego State and Scripps Institution of Oceanography.  Before joining Disney, he held management positions at Sea World (Corporate Curator/Technical Director), Marineland of the Pacific (Director of Operations) and was President of a consulting firm he formed in 1975.
