To address the need for a comprehensive guide for procuring green building products and construction services within the Federal government, EPA has partnered with the Federal Environmental Executive and the Whole Building Design Guide (WBDG) to develop model green construction specification language to be used to supplement full project specifications and to green agency guide specifications. The Federal Green Construction Guide for Specifiers is assisting Federal agencies in meeting environmental mandates, the Federal Leadership in High Performance and Sustainable Buildings MOU, and EPA and DOE program recommendations.   In addition, the Guide will help Federal agencies continue to use the LEED® rating system and a number of voluntary consensus standards more effectively as metrics for their green building practices. Organized according to the Construction Specifications Institute’s MasterFormat™, the 60+ section Guide provides users with multiple, performance-based options, allowing for flexibility in application.
