Description of Environmental Stewardship Scorecard

· The scorecard contains five comprehensive scoring criteria, or measures.  

· The first measure is based on EMS requirements from Executive Order 13148 for appropriate facilities.

· The second measure reflects statutory and executive order requirements for green purchasing and attempts to make purchasing program requirements such as compliance, audits, and corrective action plans consistent across-the-board.                                                              

· The measure on sustainable buildings will measure agencies’ plans and ability to implement elements of the green building Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) (1/24/06).   

· The measure on electronic stewardship will measure agencies’ plans and ability to implement elements of the electronics MOU (11/15/04).

· The last measure assesses agencies’ compliance with the 11/04 President’s Management Council (PMC) compliance initiative requesting that agencies implement a compliance management plan (CMP).

· Status and progress on these initiatives will be updated in January and July using current FY data from multiple reporting instruments from agencies that address these various programs.  (To date, these programs have different reporting dates associated with the measures.  Attempts will be made to consolidate and streamline reporting under this scorecard so that annual reporting on all measures will be possible in the future.)

Major Changes to the Environmental Stewardship Scorecard Template

Based on agency comments received, the following changes were made:

· The name of this scorecard was changed from Environmental Management to Environmental Stewardship.  

· The measure on Energy Efficient product purchasing was moved from the energy scorecard to the Environmental Stewardship scorecard and consolidated as one of the areas that should be addressed in a comprehensive green purchasing program.  

· In the green purchasing measure, a reference to using data from the Federal Procurement Data System for auditing was deleted.  Agencies have discretion to develop or use other methods to audit their programs.
· Clarification was made to both measures on MOU implementation that agencies have discretion to sign and implement the MOUs or develop their own programs to implement the elements addressed in the MOUs.

· Language was added to individual measures and Standards for Success to clarify what it takes to be green, yellow or red and to provide that assessment to the agencies for each individual measure.
