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More agencies achieved green on this scorecard than on other scorecards because only two of the five current metrics were assessed during this initial rating period.  The other three are new EPACT requirements that become effective in 2006 and won’t be assessed until January 2007.  In addition, quantitative targets for some measures become more aggressive over time in accordance with new requirements.  Therefore, some agencies that were able to achieve Yellow or Green in this initial assessment have the potential to backslide as they are assessed against new requirements or as targets increase.
