Summary of July 2006 Scorecards Assessments
Six months after the launch of scorecards in environmental stewardship, energy, and transportation management, OMB reviewed agencies’ status and progress with Senior Officials on July 31, 2006.  Each agency received a scorecard on its results.  [2006 July Management Scorecard Status.doc]  The scorecards are already helping agencies meet goals by spurring faster progress and better use of tools as well as holding agencies and senior officials accountable.  Many individual agencies made great strides toward achieving the energy reduction, renewable energy use, and AFV acquisition goals.  
Overview

· On the Energy Scorecard, 8 out of 20 agencies achieved green status.

· On the Environmental Scorecard, no agencies are green on status, but there are 13 green, 7 yellow, and only 2 red agencies for progress goals.

· On the Transportation Scorecard, none are green, 3 are yellow, and 15 are still red.  On progress, 15 are green, 2 are yellow and 4 red.  3 newly covered agencies were not yet scored.  
Agency Highlights

· NASA achieved 30.4% reduction in energy intensity compared to 1985 in standard facilities and achieved 16% reduction in energy intensity compared to 1990 in energy intensive facilities; used renewable energy equivalent to 8.4% of its electricity use in 2005 and has a comprehensive preference program for acquiring energy efficient, recycled, and soon, biobased products.
· Department of Energy will begin operation of three new E85 fueling stations in 2006.  In FY 2005, DOE purchased $32 million worth of recycled products and expanded purchasing of biobased products, and 93% of appropriate facilities have an environmental management system (EMS) in place.
· Environmental Protection Agency is a Federal leader in electronics stewardship through its creation of the Recycling Electronics and Asset Disposition (READ) services contract to assist all federal agencies in proper management, recycling and disposal of excess electronics and with its work to develop the Electronic Product Environmental Assessment Tool (EPEAT) to help purchasers specify more environmentally sound and energy efficient electronics.  In September 2006, EPA became the first Federal agency to acquire 100% Green Power.
Challenges
· Although new statutory goals require federal agencies to use alternative fuels in alternative-fueled vehicles (AFVs) 100% of the time, none met the 51% goal set by Executive Order 13149.  Agencies continue to increase their use of alternative fuels but data suggests alternative fuel use in AFVs to be about six percent.  Compliance is low in part due to limited infrastructure and inability to collect accurate fueling information.   
· Executive Order 13149 required agencies to reduce petroleum use in fleets by 20% between 1999 and 2005.  Out of 19 agencies, 15 reduced their petroleum use, but none of them met the 20% goal.
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
