Summary of January 2007 Scorecard

At a February 13, 2007 meeting of Senior Officials, OMB gave each agency its second biannual assessment on energy, transportation, and environmental management scorecards. Agencies showed excellent progress toward meeting the Administration’s energy, transportation, and environmental goals during the second half of 2006.  

Overview
· Since July 2006, 4 agencies moved from Red to Green on the Energy Scorecard goals (Agriculture, Interior, Labor, Veterans Affairs)
· 3 moved up from yellow to green on the Energy Scorecard status (Defense, Homeland Security, Treasury)
· 3 agencies moved from red to yellow on the Transportation scorecard (Interior, Justice and Energy)
· 5 agencies improved to green on progress on the Environmental Stewardship scorecard (Commerce, Health and Human Services, State, Treasury, Tennessee Valley Authority)
Agency Highlights
· Department of the Interior achieved a 15% reduction in energy use, almost 10% with renewable credit – 330B Btu renewable (14.6% of total use).
· Veterans Affairs established a central business center & awarded contracts for energy assessments at 67 facilities (20% of total facilities); moved from red to green on Energy.
· Department of Homeland Security conducted compliance audits at more than 400 facilities, including monitoring of green purchasing efforts.

· Health and Human Services has a number of construction projects underway seeking LEED and/or Green Globes Certification.

Challenges

· Agencies will need to accelerate their facility energy management activities and increase investments to meet the more challenging 30 percent reduction goal of Executive Order 13423 (issued in January 2007).  It is estimated that agencies will need to increase their annual investment in energy efficiency projects at least 20 percent of their annual energy costs.
· Agencies will need to develop an accurate 2007 baseline along with reporting systems and strategies for meeting the new water intensity reduction goals of Executive Order 13423.
· Agencies need to centrally address their purchase, use, and disposition of PCs and other electronic products.
· Agencies will need to dramatically increase their use of alternative fuels and displace petroleum to meet new E.O. goals.
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
