

   FFEO Underground Storage Tank Integrated Strategy      FY06/07 Accomplishments
The Energy Policy Act of 2005 (E-Pact) established new statutory requirements specifically designed to improve the environmental management of federal facility underground storage tanks (USTs): 
· Reporting deadlines for federal agencies and states related to federal agency compliance with UST requirements (8/2006 and 8/2007, respectively)
· Inspection deadlines for EPA and states to inspect federal facility USTs 
· Waiver of sovereign immunity – bolstered state enforcement authority
EPA’s federal facilities program created an integrated strategy to improve environmental management of federal facility USTs.  FY06 and FY07 activity focused on meeting inspection and reporting requirements and providing compliance assistance to federal agencies.  

REPORTING AND COMPLIANCE ASSISTANCE ACCOMPLISHMENTS

EPA assisted federal agencies with reporting requirements by:
· hosting information sessions to brief federal agencies on new UST reporting and inspection requirements
· creating Federal Facilities Workgroup at FedCenter to enable electronic information dissemination and participant collaboration 
· 13 Federal agencies used FedReports @ FedCenter to comply with UST reporting requirements of the 2005 Energy Policy Act.

All but one federal agency submitted reports.  States also developed and submitted reports on non-compliant government tanks.




EPA developed and held tank training workshops in 4 regions, attended by over 200 federal agency personnel.  Based on Federal agency response, a number of additional workshops are planned for FY08, and UST training is being prepared for electronic delivery at FedCenter.
INSPECTION ACCOMPLISHMENTS
Results:  
All States except for one report meeting the August 2007 inspection requirements. EPA conducted hundreds of federal facility inspections with many including multiple USTs.

ENFORCEMENT NEXT STEPS
Results:
· Focus has been on inspection activities.  Expect increased enforcement in future.
· In preparation for increased enforcement activity, FFEO issued the UST Enforcement Compendium to assist case development and resolution.
· Enforcement activity to date is similar to previous activity levels, including 9 Expedited Settlements or Field Citations issued, resulting in quick corrections at tank sites and efficient use of agency resources.

Energy Policy Act mandated that EPA & states must inspect all tanks not inspected since December 1998 by August 2007 – thereafter all tanks must be inspected on a three year rotating cycle.





Reports reveal…


Roughly 7,453 USTs are found at federal facilities nationwide.


About 3,172 federal USTs have not been inspected since 1998 (as of early 2006).
