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SUMMARY

(FY 2008 end-of-year data) 

· The Federal Government met its goal to reduce energy as 19 of 22 agencies reported more than a 9% reduction in energy intensity since 2003.  Government-wide, agencies reduced energy intensity by 11%.
· The Federal Government met the statutory goal to purchase renewable energy as 18 of 22 purchased renewables equivalent to at least 3% of their total electricity use. (Government-wide, we purchased 3.4% of our electricity from renewables.)

· In the first year of tracking, 18 of 22 agencies met the goal to reduce water intensity by 2% from their 2007 baseline, enabling the government as a whole to achieve 2%.

· In the first year of reporting on the sustainablility of the federal building inventory through the Federal Real Property Profile database, 7 agencies reported enough data to demonstrate that they are on track to meet 15% sustainable building goal by 2015.  (All LEED certified buildings can be reported as sustainable in this database.) 
AGENCY HIGHLIGHTS

Energy

· Energy Reduction:  The National Archives & Records Administration (NARA) has the highest level of progress in achieving the energy reduction goal.  NARA reduced its energy intensity by 27.6%; and six other agencies have already surpassed a 20% reduction in energy intensity from the 2003 baseline. 
Renewable Energy:  Two agencies, the EPA and the Department of the Interior, already have exceeded the 2013 goal of 7.5% for purchases of renewable energy.  
---EPA achieved a 116.6% use of renewable electric as it purchases enough green power and renewable energy credits (RECs) to offset the electricity use at all of its 190 facilities nationwide, including those that  don’t report energy consumption because they are leased;  and 
---Interior, which purchased 12.4% of its total electricity use from renewable sources.
· Water Reduction:  Two agencies already exceed the 2015 goal for reducing water intensity by 16%.  The Departments of Commerce reduced its water intensity by 30% from 2007-2008 and the Department of Agriculture reduced by 20.6%.  

Transportation

· Petroleum Reduction:  Seven agencies have already exceeded the 2015 goal to reduce petroleum use in covered vehicle fleets by 20%.  They are Treasury, Court Services and Offender Supervision, Smithsonian, Social Security, HHS, State and the Department of Commerce.  

Environmental Stewardship

· Green Buildings:  Currently, the goal is to ensure that 15% of each agency’s building inventory is green (meets the Sustainable Building Guiding Principles or LEED certification) by 2015.  As of the end of 2008, there are seven agencies, DOE, HHS, Commerce, Justice, Treasury, GSA, and EPA, on track to meet that goal.
