The Sustainability Performance Office (SPO) launched the DOE Sustainability Dashboard (Dashboard).  The Dashboard houses all data related to sustainability, maintaining historical data sets for each DOE site and national laboratory. 
The Dashboard homepage is user friendly and intuitive, with 5 basic elements.  The first is the main menu at the top of the page.  There is a quick-start link menu for easy access to some of the most used parts of the Dashboard.  There is a notification center which provides users with system-wide messages and a calendar with important dates, such as the December 9, 2016 sustainability reporting deadline.  The dashboard has a resources section where users can find guidance on how to use the Dashboard, access training, and 2017 site sustainability plan guidance. 
When accessing the acquisition data entry pages, you will choose the category that fits the data you are entering.  There are categories for electronic stewardship and data centers, as well as acquisition and procurement. 
On the contract review page, information about total number of contracts and reviews performed will be entered into the table.  Completing the contract review will finalize the information and send the review to site manager, then SPO or just to the SPO depending on the site.  QA/QC module provided on the contract review page provides users with charts and graphs that show data trends. 
There is a comprehensive scoreboard feature as part of the Dashboard that provides final goal performance.

How Best to Avoid Chemicals of Concern in Furniture – Judy Levin (Center for Environmental Health)

Center for Environmental Health (CEH) is partnering with big purchasers to use their buying power to provide incentive in the production of environmentally preferable products. 
EPA estimates that 90% of people’s time is spent indoors; therefore, avoiding chemicals of concern in furniture and other furnishings and thereby creating healthy interiors is extremely important.  Chemicals of concern are flame retardants, polyvinyl chloride (PVC), formaldehyde, fluorinated compounds (PFCs), and antimicrobials. 
Flame retardants can be found in electronics, building insulation, upholstered furniture, and wires and cabling.  Flame retardants are not chemically bound, so after time, the chemicals disperse into the dust, which is then breathed in or people ingest these chemicals after touching contaminated dust and then their mouths.  In addition to being harmful to people’s health, flame retardants do not provide an added fire protection benefit in furniture.  Government studies have shown there is no significant fire safety difference between chairs with flame retardant foam and chairs without.  There is a health and cost savings associated with paying attention to furniture flammability regulations when purchasing furniture.  There are three different furniture flammability regulations that furniture may possess.  These regulations are: 

· TB117 (1970s-2016) – inner foam must be fire retardant 
· TB133 – for public occupancies, such as hospitals and schools; typically not needed if building has an established sprinkler system. Flame retardants may be used in the foam, fabric and/or barrier material. 

· TB 117 2013 – product must be smolder resistant. Typically met with smolder resistant outer fabric and does not need to be treated with flame retardant chemicals. 
Safe furniture should be marked with a TB 117-2013 tag; in addition, there should be an “x” or a check mark next to the sentence:  “contains NO added flame retardant chemicals.” 

PVC is found in furniture, fabrics, flooring, and wall coverings and is problematic throughout the life cycle from manufacture, use, and end-of-life.  PVC is naturally rigid so additives are added, which are harmful to people and the environment.  There are many health issues associated with PVC and their additives and those include neurodevelopmental problems, endocrine system disruption, reproductive toxicant, and cancer.  To create a healthy interior, it is recommended to purchase furniture products that contain less than 1% PVC of product by weight or avoid PVC completely. 

Formaldehyde is found in furniture, fabrics, composite wood products, and adhesives for several wood products.  Formaldehyde affects indoor air quality.  People often become exposed through inhalation, dermal contact, and occupational exposure.  There are many health concerns that are associated with formaldehyde, such as respiratory illness, cancers, and decreased fertility.  The recommendation is to buy products that meet CA Section 01350 or are GreenGuard Gold Certified.  Composite wood should meet Formaldehyde Emissions Standards. 
Fluorinated Stain and Water Resistant Treatments (often called PFCs) are found in furniture, fabrics, and carpeting.  PFCs migrate out of the intended product and into the environment.  PFCs may not break down for thousands of years, making it extremely persistent in the environment and may begin to bioaccumulate in people and wildlife.  Avoiding stain resistant and water repellent treatments that contain PFCs is recommended. 

Antimicrobials are found in furniture, fabrics, tables, flooring, and door handles and there is limited evidence that antimicrobials added to furnishings reduces spread of diseases.  Antimicrobials leach out of products, affecting agricultural lands and affect people through ingestion, inhalation, and dermal contact.  Exposure can cause endocrine problems, reproductive changes, and the possibility of increased allergies in children.

A partial list of manufacturers with products free of the key chemicals of concern was provided during the discussion, as well as existing ecolabels/standards for furniture.  The Business Institutional Furniture Manufacturers Association (BIFMA) is developing an optional criterion to encourage furniture manufacturers to avoid the five chemicals of concern.  
	Bottom Line:

Avoiding chemicals of concern and creating healthy interiors is cost neutral/savings and a health benefit for your staff and the environment.


Results of Environmental Furniture Evaluation – Julia Wolfe (State of Massachusetts)

The Operational Services Division (OSD) is in charge of Massachusetts Executive Order 515, Environmental Purchasing Policy (EPP).  In fiscal year 2015, approximately 400 million dollars were spent on EPP and 40 contracts were developed.   OFF38, Office, School and Library Furniture, Accessories & Services Statewide Contract, created by the OSD, is a resource that helps buyers make environmentally informed choices when purchasing furniture.  OFF38 provides 23 vendors on the contract and 8 categories of furniture.  A survey was conducted and a searchable list of 850 lines of furniture has been developed with 9 vendors representing 27 manufacturers.  350 lines meet EPP or EPP Plus criteria.  

For a line to meet EPP criteria, the lines must meet all or some of the following attributes: 
· Reduced volatile organic compound emissions
· Reduced formaldehyde emissions from compound wood products
· Flame retardant free
· Free of added antimicrobials 

· PVC free
· Per-and Poly-fluorinated chemical free
For a line to meet EPP Plus criteria, the lines must have at least one of the following: 
· GreenGuard Gold certification 

· Scientific Certification Systems Indoor Advantage GOLD certification 

· Cradle to Cradle certification
· BIFMA Level certification

· Has a Health Product Declaration
The EPP homepage provides a summary of the project, guidance for environmentally preferable furniture, and an EPP furniture table, which allows you to search by vendor or product line/type to see if they meet the EPP or EPP Plus criteria.  OSD hopes that this tool is useful. 
The survey found that when partnering with a vendor, there are 4 key points to keep in mind:  (1) make sure to identify chemicals/materials of concern; (2) make healthier fabric choices; (3) confirm recycled content; (4) and always ask for verification.  In addition, there were a few lessons learned.  Identifying the correct person within an organization, understanding eco-labels, partnering with technical experts, requiring updates for market changes, and following up with vague answers.

More Sustainable Conference Room Chairs – Rose Montalvo (Los Alamos National Lab) 
Los Alamos National Laboratory (LANL) partnered with the Small Business Program and Acquisition Service Management Division to host the first annual Sustainability Fair in April of 2016.  Vendors showcased “green” products available in their punch out catalogs and sales portfolios.  Among these vendors, two furniture suppliers attended who brought office furniture made from recycled materials.
In an effort to obtain a healthier work environment, LANL identified two lines of chairs for their conference room: 
The first line was Sayle chairs – these chairs are made of 90% recycled content and 100% renewable power, are easy to clean and maintain, meet the BIFMA level 1, are GreenGuard Gold certified, contain no PVC or CFC, come in returnable/recyclable packaging, and are easy to disassemble for recycling at the end of their service life.  The disadvantage at the time was these chairs were not available on the Lab’s Blanket Order Agreements (BOA).
The second chair was the Zody chair – 77% of the chair’s body weight is made from two of the most recyclable materials, steel and aluminum.  Exact percentages are not available but steel and aluminum typically contain at least 25% recycled content.  These chairs are easy to dissemble, BIFMA level 1, GreenGuard certified, contain no PVC or CFC, are available on BOA, and the vendor has a take back program that allows for the product to be returned for recycling at the end of the product life.  The disadvantage to this chair is that it is unclear if Federal contractors can participate in the take back program.
There is a process involved in procuring new furniture at LANL.  The first steps taken here were to study chair composition and the related sustainable acquisition requirements, and then meet with the lab interior designer to pursue purchase.  All information was shared to justify furniture choice and procurement action.  After discussion of the new Executive Order 13693, BIFMA level, and BOA limitations, it was agreed to purchase the Sayle chair.  An environmental product summary was completed on the chairs.  E-mails were sent to suppliers to see if chairs were available and if they could be shipped prior to LANL’s end of year fiscal budget cycle.  In July, it was confirmed LANL could get the chairs and the chairs arrived on time.  The Sayle chairs have now been added to the BOA for purchase by organizations Lab wide. 

The LANL pollution prevention team has a few goals going forward for FY17.  These goals are to help LANL procurement reps/peers better understand the sustainability impacts of their purchased goods and services, promote environmental stewardship through acquisition practices, and expand the practice of sustainable acquisition lab-wide.
